Karene Lyngholm (Dansens Hus, Norway), Lars Eidevall (Dansstationen Sweden), Jens Bjerregaard (Archauz, Denmark) and Louise Seibæk (Dansescenen, Denmark) will form the selection committee that will choose the all together 21 participants for the three preliminary evenings.

Selection for Finals evening 5th September:

An International Jury of the following members will be present at the three preliminary evenings and will make firstly the choice of the 5-6 participants for the finals and secondly on the evening of the finals choose the two winners of the keðja dansolution.
John Ashford (The Place, London, UK), Laurie Uprichard (International Dance Festival, Ireland), Roberto Casarotto (The Project, Bassano, Italy), Lars Eidevall (Dansstationen, Malmö, Sweden), Louise Seibæk (Dansescenen, Copenhagen, Denmark)

Conditions for applying and participating:

Nordic & Baltic:

Choreographers residing permanently in the Nordic / Baltic countries can apply for keðja Dansolution.

Choreographic piece:

The pieces shown at keðja Dansolution should be of a lenght of minimum 7 minutes – and a maximim of 17 minutes. Time limits can not be exceeded. (Applicants are encouraged to also apply for Aerowaves 08 that receives entries between 15 and 40 min.: www.aerowaves.org)
The pieces can be new work or previously shown work – performed by professional dancers and primarily based on contemporary dance techniques. Excerpts must be adapted to full finished pieces. No works in progress accepted.

Technical requirements:

Due to the tight schedule during the competition participants are requested not to use any liquid or powdered elements just as scenographic installments or large probs can not be used. The use of video is not recommended. 

Performance fee:

All dancers and choreographers will receive a performance fee of € 220,- per performance (1 or 2 including final). Please note that the support covers max. 4 people per entourage/choreographer.

Financial support for participants from outside of Denmark:

Financial support available per dancer / choreographer:

Travel € 200,- 

Accomodation & per diems €120,- per day 

Please note that the support covers max. 4 people per entourage/choreographer.

Arrival and departure:

Each choreographer with dancers should arrive the day prior to participation. There’ll be a 45 min. rehearsal on the day of participation.

The group will depart the day after the last performance (either the day after the participation in the preliminary round or the day after the final).

The participants are responsible for all travel and accomodation planning. A list of cheap hotels will be provided.

Winners:

Two winners will be appointed. The prize for the winning choreographers will be an invitation to create a new 20 minutes piece with max. 3 dancers fully paid and produced by Dansescenen in the frame of Short Stories to be premiered and performed at Dansescenen February/March 2009.

A written application should contain the following:

· Curriculum Vitae

· DVD of the piece, you apply to participate with OR – in case the piece has not been created yet -  two clips of other relevant choreographic productions of yours that artistically are representative of the work you want to present. You cannot send footage of dance from musicals, theatre plays a.s.o. It has to be from independent choreographic creations that has been publicly performed as such.
